ISSUES OF IMPROVING THE SYSTEM OF EDUCATION
               Interests of the people of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the rights and freedoms of the high value of a socially oriented market economy based on the creation of a democratic state and civil society are developing a consistent way. Spiritual renewal of society, the formation of socially oriented market economy, conforming to the international community for all the conditions have been created.

               The importance of the social sphere, we can say that one of the central components of the education system. The importance of the education system in this sphere of activity of a long-term period can be explained by the socio-economic progress.
               In 1997, the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Education Law" and the adoption of a national training program was the result of the state youth policy in the country. The law and the requirements of the program step-by-step training in the framework of the implementation of the national program began in 2004 and the implementation of the National program of development of school education by 2009, almost completed. 9 years of school and 3 years of secondary special and vocational education, including the steps of continuous solid education system. The youth of the country, along with general education and professional cadres to be completed 12 years of education.
             At the same time, improve the quality and effectiveness of the education system, as well as reforms to ensure the financial problems of the system is the central issue. Today, educational institutions, "the student to follow the money", which is based on the principle introduction of per capita funding mechanisms of economic sites and financial problems of the education system will require different approaches.
             The education system directly controls the activity of the two ministries - the Ministry of Public Education (Welfare) and the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education (Higher Education).

             Higher and specialized secondary schools, vocational education and leadership is the governing body of the state. The activities of the ministries are accountable to the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan. Special vocational training center of the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education, Vocational Education Development Center, subordinate institutions of higher education.

As a result of the ongoing reforms in the education sector has achieved the following:

              covers 100% of the children of the appropriate age 9 years of free public education system was formed. In this system, the 2013 9763 school are working more than 4.5 million. pupils and 416 teachers.

              three years of free secondary vocational education system, more than 1.5 thousand well-equipped professional colleges and academic lyceums, 1036 students are enrolled in more than 111800 teachers and engineers and teachers are working. Secondary, and vocational education institutions produces 251 types of professions.

             the higher education system in the Republic of Uzbekistan 76 (with the branches), including higher education institutions. Including 19 universities, 6 and 36 of the Institute of the Academy. In addition, the Lomonosov Moscow State University, the Plekhanov Russian Academy of Economics, Gubkin Russian State Oil and Gas University and the Polytechnic University of Turin, Westminster International University and the Management Development Institute of Singapore.

              higher education system, including master's, and doctoral degrees. November 2, 2010, the Republic of Uzbekistan Prezident "highly qualified scientific and scientific-pedagogical training measures to improve the system of" On the PP-1426-dated. December 1, 2010, resulting in higher educational institutions, 2, and 3-year PhD research fellows and graduate students of all doctoral held the position of senior research fellows. On this basis, from January 1, 2011, the salaries of PhD-researcher-PhD-researchers’ base salaries, the salaries of senior researchers candidates of science degree with the rate of the basic salaries of employees;

               9 + 3 scheme on the introduction of universal free education system. At the same time, each graduate compulsory education in its sole discretion, to continue their studies in institutions of higher education and a bachelor's and master's degrees are available.

              Indeed, within the framework of the implementation of the national training program in Uzbekistan, the total duration of 9 years, secondary (school) and three years of secondary education, vocational education, which includes the formation of a 12-year compulsory free education system.
              Education - this is a strategic resource, and the construction of the state and society, the society is an important priority, taking into account the state plays a leading role in the management of the education system.

             The overall objective of the education sector, government regulation of the market economy and a democratic society in the twenty-first century is to make the system more responsive to the requirements of the construction. Youth in a literal sense, it is the goal of equal access to educational services for all categories of comfort, a high level of teachers' qualifications and training to ensure high quality.

             A healthy and harmoniously developed generation and protection of the rights of a large-scale work is being carried out. In particular, during the years 2010-2013, about 60 percent of the state budget, social areas, more than one-third of the education sector being mobilized to inherit the future care of manifestation

             In addition, the state budget trust funds (Book Foundation, the Children's Sports Development Fund, secondary schools, vocational colleges, academic and medical institutions, reconstruction, repair, and equipment fund), are also involved in the development of education in the state by borrowed funds (guarantees the repayment of foreign loans for the development of the education system in the state), and used the same public funds such as grants and budget with 8.3 percent of GDP.

               Currently, the education system in the current and capital needs to ensure a full, public funds, of course, plays an important role. But the aggravation of the financial problems, and in this regard, the limited budget funds public education to improve the condition of the financial institutions to expand their use of budget funds, to attract public attention to issues of education lose their relevance. To explain the circumstances, is to bring the following conclusions:

1. The Republic of Uzbekistan in the near and far abroad countries in the education system is the most discriminate funds from the state budget to the state. The height of the parameters of this indicator, even in developed countries, only 7-8 per cent of GDP allocated funds from the state budget, funding sources make up 10-12 percent of the state's higher education system attention indicator. In this regard, the educational process and growth of people's consciousness about the correlation between the UN Summit on the Millennium Development Goals President's speech: "Every year, expenditures for education makes up 10-12 percent of the gross domestic product. However, the world practice this index does not exceed 3-5%, "he said.

2. Today, the management and financing of the education sector remains the priority of the state. In this case the adopted state programs, decisions and decrees of the President of the Republic, the governments decisions. In other words, education, providing a fully connected with the constitutional rights of citizens.

3. The per capita funding of the education system for large-scale implementation of the necessary conditions are created. All educational institutions be given the status of a legal entity, in which a set of basic principles, the budget of the institution on the basis of the reader to the conditions of the planning and financing costs of government decision-making was a decisive step in this direction. However, the development of further work in this direction Today, the Training Center of the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Uzbekistan, at the cost of higher education institutions staff training institutions, as well as a variety of international projects with the help of the staff working in the training hold needs. In my opinion, the state budget allocated to the education system, which cost a total of 34-35% of budget expenditures in the use of these resources planning and management issues, sets new standards for the preparation of an expert in the field of public finance management personnel, specialized disciplines to teach these topics in the increase of the number of hours required.

4. Education system of non-governmental funds, including international organizations, charitable organizations to attract additional funding will allow the growing needs of the system, for example, the computer, sports equipment, laboratory equipment, etc. with the issues of cooperation with international organizations would give the best results;
5. Today, the cost of basic educational institutions, students from the previous year, based on the development of standards, the fact that this basic principle is minimal even taking into account the needs of the facilities should be identified, and then produced on a per capita allocation of funds is high. In addition, the costs to the budget of the institution, according to the basic principles for determining the current regulatory documents, the formula is more complicated formula based on the fact that planning is clear, simple and understandable for all, must be open and transparent.
