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МЕТОДИ ТА ПРИЙОМИ КОНТРОЛЮ РІВНЯ ВОЛОДІННЯ ІНОЗЕМНОЮ МОВОЮ

Inspection and assessment of knowledge and skills is an important part of the learning process. From its correct formulation depends largely on the success of the learning process. Mastering the technique knowledge test and grading is one of the most important and most difficult tasks facing the teacher [7].
        Control the classroom foreign language can pursue different goals, but in all cases it is not an end in itself and is learning the nature allows to improve the learning process to replace ineffective methods and ways of training more effective, create more favorable conditions for correction and improvement of practical language skills for education students by means of a foreign language.
Control of knowledge is important for students. It helps each student to understand and feel, which he achieved success in learning a foreign language or that it lacks, something it needs more work. Correct objective evaluation exhibited teacher is an incentive for further work students.
An important condition for the effective management of the process of learning is systematic monitoring and timely introduction of relevant amendments in the process. After all, control - isset receptive teacher actions perceived to compare a specific or abstract standard.
For effective control of the organization and should be clear control facilities that serve the evaluation criteria level of foreign language activities. If the control task is to determine the level of foreign students in activities the object control act language skills and skills that ensure successful organization of this activity. So object is auditory-spoken, lexical, grammatical skills (linguistic competence) and ability to perform activities of speech in speaking, listening, reading, writing, considering linhvokrayinoznavchyh and cultural characteristics of these species of speech (communicative competence).
It is important to use different control methods according to the students' knowledge and perhaps their interests. Process control learning activities students should be based on the principles of systematic, objective, differentiation and taking into account the individual characteristics of students.
By means of the control stand specially trained control tasks that include user (rules) for implementation and language and speech material, the students learned before.
In the form of control can be individual or front (group); the nature of design answers - oral or written; the use of native languages ​​- monolingual or bilingual; using technical means, using visual aids (drawings, diagrams, tables, etc.) using only paper and pen, without any aids.
Control of speaking may be individual oral, using visual aids to check in an adequate form of speech mechanisms, speech reaction, the nature pauzatsiyi, situational statements. But the richness of expression, accuracy of thought can be verified in writing frontally. This could be a description of drawing, writing work reports, stories and more.
Control listening can be oral or written, individual or front, monolingual or bilingual, using technical means visibility. For example, understanding of listened text control can be achieved by its transfer foreign or native language orally or in writing. It is important to consider the level of skills of speaking and spelling skills: student can fully understand Listened text, but do not have speaking or spelling sufficiently to be able to orally or in writing to present the content of the text in a foreign language. In this case, the transfer of the text in the mother tongue. In addition to this transfer may be the answer to the question of scheduling listened to text presenting the content in their own words and other tasks.
Control reading and writing may be monolingual and bilingual, individual and frontal, oral or written. Orally tested understanding of the text (after speaking) and technology of reading (reading aloud). Bilingual translation control tasks include certain information. Control writing made only in writing, that lets you check spelling ownership, graphic skills, and abilities to express their thoughts in writing. It can also be used dictations, presentation learned by memory and other problems.
	In my opinion, teaching methods and control knowledge are interrelated. After all, if the teacher uses the communicative method (acquiring communicative competence), then the control method he chooses those that encourage students to express their own opinions, which makes it possible to check the level of practical knowledge of a foreign language. When using constructivist teaching method, which is based on the actual active student learning, teacher brings them to reality, encouraging self-construct their knowledge. By innovative educational test methods include: role-play method, the method of "case studies", project method, which enable not only the teacher, but most students see their level of proficiency and compare their achievements with the achievements of other students. After all, the best indicator of mastering a foreign language - is the realization of their knowledge and skills to solve specific communication problems in real life situations. For example, the use case method involves two stages. The first - the teacher gives students a prearranged cases. Students examine their own case, pick up literature and additional information for its decision. The second stage - classes begin with monitoring of student learning, clarifying the central problem to be solved. The teacher divides group students into small working groups and provides various situations or to solve all the same cases, supervises the work of small groups helps avoiding direct consultations. Each small group chooses the "speaker" that the stage presentation expresses the opinion-making groups. The discussion possible questions to the speaker, speeches and amendments of the group. The teacher monitors progress of discussions and voting shall be elected by a joint resolution of the problem situation. At the stage of summarizing teacher informs about solving problems in real life or justify its own version and always brings the best results, evaluates the work of each group and each student.
The written knowledge test students in recent years remains a popular method of test control. The main distinguishing feature of the test - objectivity guaranteed measurement whose function is to supply quantitative information. [6]
The goal of any test - is information. Depending on the type of information you want to get, there are 4 types of tests: tests general knowledge of a foreign language; diagnostic tests; academic performance tests; distribution tests the level of training (aptitude tests).
Given the short course in a foreign language high school and different non-linguistic knowledge students successfully applied tests of educational achievement, since they consist of exactly the program or the passed language material and used for current, intermediate and final control. Testing and assessment of knowledge has three main functions: controlling, training and educational [1].
At current control tests seem better because of what they are learning a great charge and is more affordable to middle and low student. In grammar tests, particularly tests that require to find the correct answer to the question with a degree student, for example, requires the definition of the concept of terminology, educational function test is very high. In this case the test is part of problem-based learning, which is important for the formation of learning of students. It is through its educational function test also provides the opportunity to engage in the work of the weak or unprepared students for this material.
In conducting the final control in the educational process in high school non-linguistic positive results gives comprehensive testing. The final test consists of four separate tests that represent all kinds of speech activity. During the test, students must demonstrate the ability to use all the language tools: grammar, vocabulary, phonetics. Trial Run in the classroom with students composed of tests showed that the most appropriate test techniques are the following: the question / answer, right / wrong, filling gaps, additions, multiple choice, targeted expression, matching, synonyms, correction [4].
In the teaching of foreign languages ​​used language testing. Linguodidactic test called prepared in accordance with the specific requirements of complex tasks that have passed preliminary tests to determine quality indicators and which reveal the participants testing their level of linguistic or communicative competence and assess the results of testing on pre-established criteria [2; c. 271]. The main indicators of quality linguodidactic test is validity, reliability, differential power, practicality and economy [2; c. 219].
Linguodidactic tests are standardized and non-standardized.
A standardized test is one which passed a preliminary test on a large number of test and has quantitative quality indicators. Among the standardized tests that measure the degree of ownership, such as English, are known such as IELTS (InternationalEnglishLanguageTestingSystem) - a test for those wishing to get an education in a foreign language. Every year it held 25 thousand. Candidates. TOEIC (TestofEnglishforInternationalCommunication) - a comprehensive test for those planning to engage in professional activities in English. TOEFL (TestofEnglishasaForeignLanguage) - a comprehensive test, developed in the USA for those wishing to get an education or work in English.
Standardized tests are accompanied by a passport, which contains the rules, conditions and instructions for reusable test under different conditions [3; c. 273].
Standardized tests developed by the teacher for their students. Such tests are compiled on a particular topic material to test the level of formation of a skill or ability. Standardized tests used in the current control to provide feedback in learning a foreign language. Standardized tests do not require the all quantitative quality indicators. But it is advisable to identify in such a test is very difficult and too easy question and replace them with more acceptable [5; c. 18]. Many computer monitoring programs can also be combined with computer training programs to determine the level of assimilation and possession grammatical or lexical skills, abilities, and so listening. Al. [3] And increasingly popular is a modern method of control as on -line tests. Integrating information resources on the Internet, we can more effectively address issues and various control level of mastery of a foreign language, the network directly using materials of varying difficulty. Using computer technology encourages independent work, creates favorable conditions for the development of creative skills, increases motivation and cognitive activity of students improves individualization, differentiation and intensification of the training process, organize systematic and reliable control.
Thus, combining interactive teaching methods and control, the teacher has the opportunity for their professional growth, studying together with students. After several carefully prepared lessons that are closely related to modern methods of control, it can feel like the attitude of students, the atmosphere in the group - and it will serve as an additional incentive to work with interactive methods of learning and knowledge control students.
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
