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СONSEQUENCES OF THE UKRAINIAN CRISIS FOR THE CIS AND THE COUNTRIES OF CENTRAL ASIA

     The Ukrainian crisis cardinally affected on the countries of Central Asia and changed space of the CIS territory, and also accelerated many political processes in Is this region.
According to many political scientists, the events occurring in Ukraine influence on the Central Asia in 4 directions: 
- on Central Asian elite; 
- on information space;
- on the interstate relations in the region;
 - on changes of mutual relations of the external players having extensive interests in this region.
The Ukrainian crisis expanded the summon of questions on cooperation between Central Asia and global largest players, staticized the geopolitical importance of all space of the CIS (including Central Asia) in the conditions of a cold snap of the international situation that will be used by leaders of the countries of the region for flexibility between external actors for the sake of preservation of the normal relations and cooperation with all.
And we shouldn't exclude threats of transformation of the region into one of theaters of global opposition. Also due to the fact of  cold snap of the international situation there is an objective restriction of opportunities for  multi-vector   foreign policy.[1]
The situation in the Ukraine forced elite of the Central Asian states to carry out revaluation of the main threats and risks for itself and the societies. Possible disintegration of the Ukrainian state does possible further change of borders on the space of the CIS that can negatively affect on the relations between Uzbekistan, Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan between which there are not resolved border disputes.
    Political elite of Central Asia worried the possibility of  technologies replication of color revolutions which with the case of Ukrainian not only allowed to replace a political regime and the related groups of influence disturbs, but also put the state on the edge of civil war and disintegration. Concern of elites is connected with existence in the recent past of the region of the events comparable to the Ukrainian crisis (changes of the modes in March, 2005 and April, 2010 in Kyrgyzstan, mass riots in Andijan and Jean-Ozene).
All there factors in a greater or lesser degree will force political elite to limit in their countries the main insider threat- religious extremism, a regionalism, title nationalism. 
It should be note that nationalists (but not as it was possible to assume by experience of the Kiev Maidan of 2004, liberal or democratic forces) appeared the ram which broke regime of the president Victor Yanukovych.
It is possible to predictthe  strength of control from the states of Central Asia of the non-governmental organizations (which are especially connected with policy and human rights activity), the Internet, social networks, mass media, financial and migratory streams, foreign educational programs for an exchange and training. 
Long-term deterioration of the relations with the West pushes the Russian elite to acceleration of integration processes within the CIS (The Customs union, the Eurasian economic union, the CSTO) and to expansion of cooperation with the countries of Central Asia, which are ready to participate in integration processes. In a certain degree — it is repetition of geopolitical maneuver which wassuccessfully  carried out by the Russian Empire in the second half of the XIX century for restoration of lost  foreign policy positions which were after defeat in Crimean War 
Destabilization of Ukraine can lead to replacement of China from Ukraine and all Eastern Europe that will force Beijing to focus the attention on the border countries, including the Central Asian republics. [2]
The Central Asian region has a  great importance for the Chinese economy as it is used as a transit corridor, a source of cheap raw materials and a sales market safe and alternative to Southeast Asia. Also good relations with the countries of Central Asia are one of the necessary conditions for preservation of stability in SUAR, which is strategically important for the People's Republic of China.
Considering a cold snap in the international relations and opposition of the West and Russia, China can use current situation as the chancefor  presented to it by history for strengthening of the economic influence and geopolitical presence in Asia. Especially as  elite of the Central Asian countries will treat with great caution with any western and international investments, the credits and grants which receiving is often burdened with political conditions.[3]
There are possible negative consequences from the Ukrainian crisis for the countries of Central Asia (through indirect influence of economic sanctions against Russia; the potential reduction of money transfers from labor migrants connected with delay of the Russian economy) can be blocked due to the growing investments from Russia and China.
Because of the Ukrainian crisis and its long-term consequences, USA will keep the noticeable presence in Central Asia. The purpose of it will opposition of expanding influence  of Russia and China in the region, by  the development of Eurasian integration. 
Cautious public statements about the Ukrainian crisis, voiced in the Central Asian republics, linked with concern about internal stability, the desire to maintain good relations with all global actors and the space for diplomatic action multivariability and  uncertainty of  further development of the situation in Ukraine.
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
