We will learn about their peers, new regions with their culture, customs and monuments. Not everyone, however, this form of learning can afford. We can determine for example. That we learn daily 20-30 min or 2 x 15 min. This solution is very good. Always after we set aside to learn approximatelyhalf an hour daily. At the same time the knowledgemust not get tired. It has been proven that learning in small doses is the best. Small doses are effective and easier to fix. If we see the progress we are happy with each other and willing to continue learning. Each subsequent dose of science is becoming easier and contributes to achieving the objective. Another and a very important principle in learningis to ensure diversity. It is not allowed crept into our work boredom and stress. You should realize that learning a language is not taking exams, tests and certificates. Language is used for communication between people. If we remember that it also will have a positive impact on our knowledge. Very important parts of language are its activity such as listening, reading, speaking, writing. The first two forms are so-called input or output (the information that we get from outside) .Our study is to receive the information. This is very important - because we can not comment any sound you have never heard. We will not know the correct spelling of it if we do not read in a foreign language. Another form of this make writing and speaking - ie output (output). If we are active we see progress quickly. For example, one day we learn vocabulary, the other day we read an interesting article the next day watch the movie in its original version. This variety in the way of language learning works the best. In learning the language we also use terms such as workout and recreation.[4, c. 45]
Workout is a grammatical analysis, aural and replenishment vocabulary. This includes reading the explanations, using specialized materials, exercises translation in two directions. Many people think that learning a language as a whole should be a workout.[5, c. 87]Nothing could be further from the truth. Workout is very necessary but when we forget about recreation of language learning sneak discouragement and boredom. This may unfortunately be the end of our science. The best option is taking 30% of the time to workout and 70% for recreation. Foreign language is selective - just to learn the most basic, the most commonly used words (said to be just 1,000 words most popular) to be able to communicate in most everyday situations. We for many years to learn the language and still do not know how. There's a huge difference between studying and learning. If we follow the above rules of language learning it is much more pleasant and the results will come very quickly.
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
