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MODERN EDUCATIONAL SESSION: METHODOLOGICAL AND THEORETICAL ASPECTS, PRACTICAL RECOMMENDATIONS

To study the modern approaches to the goal-setting of the lesson, the requirements for the content of the educational material, methods, forms and means of training that correspond to the latest achievements of pedagogical science, methods of pedagogical research were used. To achieve this goal, the following have been completed: the study of literary sources on the problem of research, the study and synthesis of advanced and personal pedagogical experience, the analysis of legal documents.In order to conduct a lessonsuccessfully, the teacher should first determine his/her goal, that is, the results to be achieved. Since the educational lesson reflects the educational, educational and developmental functions of the educational process, it is advisable to formulate a three-pronged goal, includingeducational component (mastering new knowledge, developing skills), educational component (forming a world view, aesthetic and moral education), developing component (developing thinking, memory, attention, etc.).The purpose of the training session should be formulated in accordance with the requirements for the competence of a specialist, described in the educational standards of higher education. Therefore, the goal of a modern study session should be aimed at fulfilling the requirements for the specialist’s academic, social – personality and professional competencies[1, с283].Knowledge of the system of teaching methods, their strengths and weaknesses allows you to prepare and conduct a truly modern training lesson. The method of learning (from the Greek. Metodos - the path to something, the way to achieve the goal) - methods of orderly interrelated activities of the teacher and trainees, aimed at solving the problems of education, education and personality development [2, с 45].All teaching methods can be divided into two groups: reproductive and productive methods. When using reproductive methods, students learn ready-made knowledge and reproduce the methods of activity known to them. Productive methods are aimed at obtaining by students of subjectively new knowledge as a result of independent (or partly with the help of a teacher) creative activity.
According to the form of teacher interaction with students, all teaching methods can be divided into passive (the teacher controls the classroom, students act as listeners), active (there is wide interaction of students with the teacher) and interactive (wide interaction of students not only with the teacher, but also with a friend). In a modern study session, productive and interactive teaching methods should prevail. It is important to choose the form of organization of education and educational activities of students. The word form is of Latin origin and literally means the appearance of the object, its outline or shell. The form of organization of educational and cognitive activity of students is the purposefully formed nature of communication in the process of interaction between a teacher and students, distinguished by the specifics of the distribution of educational and cognitive functions, consistency and choice of links of educational work, and mode - temporary and spatial [2, с323].
There are the following forms of organization of education and educational activities of students: frontal, collective, group, steam room; individual, with a replaceable composition of students. Each of these forms of education is important for the organization of the educational process. It is necessary not to dwell on one form, but to provide for the change of various types of training activities during the training session.A new approach to the organization of the educational process is blended learning. Blended learning is a combination of traditional forms of classroom teaching with elements of distance learning, which use Internet services. Within the framework of blended learning, the collective and individual forms of organizing the educational and cognitive activity of students receive particular development. Let us consider this on the example of teaching languages, physics and mathematics to foreign students.
The classical approach to education focuses on fundamental knowledge, including norms, styles, and cultural context. In the modern world, with its constant migrations, business trips and tourist trips, the communicative aspect of learning a foreign language is increasingly in demand. In cases of labor migration, as a rule, there used short-term courses that can be attended by people of different ages, different levels of education and with different native languages (and, consequently, with different types of language thinking).They have the same motivation and low demands: master the basic level of grammar, learn the lexical minimum and learn how to make phrases for everyday everyday communication. We do not consider these polar cases, but the practice of training general translators who could carry out not only written but also oral - and consecutive and simultaneous - translation from a foreign language into their native and vice versa. This is the task of so wide coverage of various aspects of the language that any number of hours seems insufficient.New (or updated old) creative teaching methods are required. One such creative approach is the mixing of students from different levels: making groups of students of different age, from representatives of different nationalities who have typologically different native languages, and also from students with different levels of mastering a foreign language. Such groups require more stress and attention from the teacher.The simplest principle - making groups of students of different age - is dictated by life itself. Despite the fact that education in the full-time department of higher educational institutions can be obtained up to 35 years, most students tend to do it much earlier: they get higher education at the age of 17-23, and then family building and career building come to the first place, the development of scientific degrees and additional qualifications.Often, applicants understand very roughly what they expect from a particular specialization and how they will apply their knowledge in real life. Having worked for 5-10 years, they begin to see clearly the failures in their own knowledge, the demands of a rapidly developing labor market, and also realize their needs and capabilities. And they make an informed decision to get a second education, in their spare time, carefully considering the choice of university, faculty and specialization, among which one of the leading places is occupied by a professional knowledge of a foreign language.Within the framework of university education, a third-year student is eligible for additional qualifications, therefore, for example, lawyers who have finished their English courses by this time are looking for additional certified foreign language classes in the evening, after basic lectures and seminars.
This education is aimed primarily at improving the level of a foreign language against the background of acquiring knowledge in general linguistics. An additional skill is another degree of socialization in relation to the common higher education: no distractions, common “parties”, tricks in the form of “cheating” a task or distracting conversations - students learn (not for school, but for life).They have little time (four hours in the evening after work) during two years of study, and at the same time they have many inquiries and ambitions and expectations. Teachers, as a rule, love these groups, since they are distinguished by high motivation compared with students of full-time “relaxed” education. A higher level of student self-discipline allows time spent on educational and pedagogical moments to be used for the intensification of training.In groups of young people of the same age, there is a clear opposition: teacher - students, in a group of students there is a multi-level subordinate communication. For younger members of the group, this experience is valuable in acquiring communication skills in a future work team; the older generation is interested in the type of thinking of the younger ones and the approach to learning, including technical devices that facilitate learning. A simple example: rather quickly, both older and younger come to the conclusion that electronic and paper dictionaries should not be mutually exclusive, but complementary.
The next valuable aspect of such training is a systematic approach to knowledge. Those who have experience working with a foreign language ask questions about practical situations, jointly pick up options for appeals, develop ways of translation. Separately, it is necessary to note the attention of such groups to scientific speech: the construction of the presentation and systematization of scientific facts is already understandable to senior students, they have spelling qualifications in front of them, the older generation has this kind of activity behind, and they can share their experience; in the future, both those and others have written master's or candidate's works, as well as all sorts of reviews.Languages evolve on their own, new terms and concepts arise, therefore, for their adequate translation, it is necessary to understand the scheme of transcribing and transliterating individual words, lexical tracing and grammatical transformation of expressions and phrases that are not yet unique in their native language or capable in future translation activities.Students have a conscious approach to the study of general linguistics, stylistics and culture of speech, normative aspects of language, because they understand how this can be applied in practice.The above successful combination of students of different age featured Russian/Ukrainian speaking students studying foreign languages. The next example is the training of foreigners in Russian/Ukrainian (as a foreign language). Of course, foreigners come with a fair amount of knowledge (and a particular level is found out at the entrance exams), they have been studying Russian/Ukrainian at preparatory courses for a year or two, but often stay apart from Russian/Ukrainian speaking students and other foreign groups (which is understandable from a psychological point of view) and because of this, the communicative aspect of language learning suffers. In the case of connecting students from different countries into one group at the same level of knowledge of the Russian/Ukrainian language, their conversational practice increases significantly.
The third principle of mixing groups - with different levels of knowledge of the language - at first glance, refers us to systems such as "student-apprentice-master", the pedagogical approach of Lev Tolstoy or the educational tasks of the Faculty of Workers (rabfakov) in the first years of Soviet state. The principle of connecting groups proposed by us is based on the practice of teaching in the Higher Courses of Foreign Languages, where students with higher education (variously specialized) learn another foreign language, in this case, Ukrainian. There are usually three levels of groups (from scratch, medium communicative and professional knowledge of the language), therefore, the groups have different goals: at the first level, increased attention to phonetics, vocabulary and the fight against interference of closely related languages, on the second - systematization of grammar and translation in both directions The final one is stylistics, terminology, speech culture and functional aspect.Due to various circumstances: the individual pace of learning, missed classes, the need to speed up learning a language for work, etc. - there are heterogeneous gaps in knowledge or being ahead of the group of other students. This does not interfere with the work plan of the teacher in the group, but definitely inhibits the students themselves, who already have experience in learning one or two foreign languages and prefer to underestimate than overestimate their knowledge.To correct such cases, We created a separate slass (two academic hours) per week, combining all levels based on the average. That is, in the group with the average level of study, for example, the difficult topic “declining numerals” or “translation of real present participles” is fixed - and both beginners and those who continue can come to this lesson.For the former, this will be a topic ahead of the curve, but practice shows that later such students more easily learn complex material in their group, for the latter, this is a repetition, which is often necessary at a professional level, and there is no time for it in the group’s work plan. Recommendations should come from the teacher, as well as the topic of the lesson: you can listen to and take into account the wishes of the students, but the teacher clears exactly which topic needs more detailed study and repetition; send them a lesson plan so that they can attend topics that they do not feel competent enough not to miss the material they are interested in.Such a conscious approach characterizes, as a rule, students at the highest level, but the practice of attending of the beginners in a more advanced group is no less effective. There is an effect of “immersion” in the environment of communication in a foreign language, which is impossible to create at the initial stage, while the teacher mostly speaks, while in such a mixed group there are statements at the level B and C.These three described techniques of deliberately mixing the composition of students in groups: by age, by nationality, by the level of language proficiency - are very effective in university education. However, they should not be introduced instead, but in addition to the traditional forms of education. Classes in such groups require the teacher to have a creative approach and constant unabated control over the lesson progress, but this is the most productive way to develop a conscious approach to learning a foreign language.
Learning tools are all elements of the learning environment that the teacher consciously uses for a purposeful educational process, for interaction with students [2, с 79]. The traditional teaching tools include: textbooks, teaching aids, visual aids, reference books, dictionaries, posters, printed workbooks, instructions for completing assignments and other handouts, notes and drawings on the blackboard.
Modern learning tools include technical learning tools (computer, interactive whiteboard, multimedia projector, wireless tablet, document camera) and electronic learning tools (teaching multimedia presentations, electronic textbooks, educational video materials, electronic tests, open educational resources). 
Findings. Thus, the methodical system of a modern training session should include: goal-setting, which meets the requirements for specialist competences; the content of educational material corresponding to the latest achievements of science and technology; productive and interactive methods of teaching students; change of various forms of organization of educational and educational activities of students; complex technical, electronic and traditional means of education.
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
