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Traditional teaching of language is being chanced with the appearance of computer technology. The use of computer technology in teaching in the 21st century is of great importance, thanks to its new possibilities. The introduction of new information and communication technology expands access to education, forming an open education system, and changes the idea of the qualifications needed by modern graduate students.
In recent years, the issue of the application of modern technologies in the educational process has been increasingly raised. This is not only new technical means, but also new forms and methods of teaching, a new approach to the learning process. The main goal that I set for myself by applying modern technologies in teaching a foreign language is to show how technologies can be effectively used to improve the quality of teaching foreign languages ​​to students, to form and develop their communicative culture, and to learn how to master a foreign language.
Active learning is based on the fact that the student is increasingly confronted in real life with the need to solve problem situations. This method is aimed at self-organization and self-development of the individual. The basic principle is that the student himself is the creator of his knowledge. Active learning is certainly a priority at the present stage of teaching a foreign language. It is necessary to give preference to active teaching methods, which are aimed at developing a student's independence, flexibility, critical thinking. The object of studying a foreign language is foreign language speech activity as the most important means of intercultural interaction in general.
Intercultural interaction is possible only if students have all the components of foreign language communicative competence: learning, language, speech, socio-cultural and compensatory. The modern approach to teaching is to build it on a technological basis. The general principles and rules of teaching technology are seen in the following: setting goals; the transformation of the activity of the student in his independent activities; specification of educational and developmental goals and methods; thematic planning, which includes a brief description of the end results and the construction of the whole chain of separate occupations connected by one logic; control at each stage of the student's educational and cognitive activity; stimulation of his creative activity, orientation towards the student not only knowledgeable, but also able; a variety of forms and methods of teaching, preventing the universalization of a particular tool or form. An important factor for the selection of methods is the principle of continuity of different levels of education, ensuring continuity of education. The optimal way to form foreign language communicative competence and ensure the continuity of secondary vocational education is the integration of traditional modern foreign language teaching methods into the traditional learning process, such as learning in collaboration, using the Internet and multimedia.
Information and communication technologies are innovative technologies in education, which linked with the use of computerized education. Let us turn to the consideration of some modern, innovative technologies of teaching a foreign language, aimed at more effective personal development and adaptation within the framework of a modern, rapidly changing society. Active learning is based on the fact that the student is increasingly confronted in real life with the need to solve problem situations. This method is aimed at self-organization and self-development of the individual. The basic principle is that the student himself is the creator of his knowledge. Active learning is certainly a priority at the present stage of teaching a foreign language. It is necessary to give preference to active teaching methods, which are aimed at developing a student's independence, flexibility, critical thinking. The best way to form a foreign language communicative competence and ensure the continuity of secondary vocational education is the integration into the traditional educational process of such modern methods of teaching foreign languages ​​as learning in collaboration, using the Internet and multimedia. Innovative technologies in education are, above all, information and communication technologies, which are inextricably linked with the use of computerized education. The introduction of information and communication technologies in the learning process began not so long ago. However, the pace of its spread is incredibly rapid. The use of Internet technologies in the classroom in a foreign language is an effective factor for the development of students' motivation. In most cases, when the pupils work with a computer, they are usually given freedom of action, and some of them can “shine” with their knowledge in the field of information and communication technologies.
Prospects for the use of Internet technologies today are quite broad, it may be:
1. Correspondence with residents of the countries of the studied languages ​​through e-mail;
2. Participation in international Internet conferences, seminars and other network projects of this kind;
3. Creating and placing on the network sites and presentations (They can be created together with the teacher and the student. In addition, the exchange of presentations between teachers from different countries is possible). As the pedagogical experience shows, the work on the creation of Internet resources is interesting for students in their novelty, relevance, creativity. The organization of cognitive activity of students in small groups makes it possible for each student to be active. The World Wide Web represents a unique opportunity for foreign language learners to use authentic texts, communicate with native speakers, creating a natural language environment and shaping the ability for intercultural interaction.
Purposeful use of Internet materials in the classroom in a foreign language allows you to effectively solve a number of didactic tasks, namely:
1) improve reading skills;
2) enlarge your vocabulary with the  lexis in modern foreign language;
3) improve monological and dialogical skills, discussing the materials of the network;
4) to form a sustainable motivation for foreign language activities in the process of discussing problems that interest everyone and everyone.
Exceptional opportunities in the process of learning a foreign language are represented by the Internet for mastering the means of communication in writing, providing an opportunity to implement a communicative approach to learning written types of speech activity. For the purposes of learning a foreign language, both free communication in the network and e-mail communication are used. To achieve the maximum effect, it is necessary to use a wide range of innovative, including, of course, diverse media educational technologies in the learning process.
In the modern technique of "multimedia" is considered as one of the many technical means of learning (TML), which is able to solve a range of tasks, determined by the didactic properties and functions of this TML. From this point of view, multimedia is a TML that integrates different types of information — sound, visual, and provides interactive interaction with the student. The properties of interactivity, i.e. the ability to control the process of presenting information, involves the learner in an active learning process, stimulates his cognitive activity, and contributes to maintaining a stable motivation for learning. This training tool (multimedia) allows you to: integrate different types of information in one container object (text, sound, video) and present it by acting on different organs of human senses;
a) develop skills for working with large volumes of information of various types;
b) develop critical thinking;
c) stimulate the cognitive process;
d) interact interactively with students;
e) adapt to the requests of the latter;
f) organize group work in multimedia environments;
g) develop sustainable learning motivation;
h) to create conditions that are as close to reality as possible for the development of educational and professional skills. 
Multimedia, as a learning tool, differs from other learning tools, first of all, by two main didactic properties: an integrative approach in presenting information in various forms (text, sound, video, etc.) and interactive interaction with the learner, which allow solving many modern didactic tasks, namely to form the key competencies identified by the regulatory documents as the basis of the content of modern education:
1. Competence in the field of independent cognitive activity;
2. Competence in civil and social activities;
3. Competence in the field of social and labor activities;
4. Competence in the domestic sphere;
5. Competence in the field of cultural and on-line activities.
Modern computer tools allow you to create new computer programs like teaching, training, and controlling. Such programs are created for special educational purposes and are widely used in the process of independent and homework when learning a foreign language. With self-study material using a computer provides:
1) free mode of operation
2) unlimited work time
3) exclusion of subjective factors,
4) maximum support in mastering a foreign language.
Computer controls increase the efficiency of independent work, efficiency in obtaining results, increase the objectivity of the assessment by 20-25%. The introduction of modern methods and techniques into the learning process makes it possible to realize the goals of learning based on new approaches to education:
1) Strengthen the practical orientation of education focusing on the development of personality qualities capable of effective life in a rapidly changing world;
2) To ensure the continuity of general and vocational education;
3) Having provided a functional knowledge of a foreign language, to encourage the learner to continue language education;
4) To develop students’ independent work skills and their awareness of the need for continuous education and self-improvement;
5) Strengthen the individualization and differentiation of the process of learning foreign languages ​​based on the student's personal experience;
6) To promote the professional growth of teachers, creating a community of creative teachers.
The choice of technology by each specific teacher is based on an analysis of the pedagogical situation. The definition of the technology of teaching a foreign language will have an impact, for example, the amount of time allotted for an academic subject, a separate topic; the level of preparedness of students, their age characteristics; material equipment of an educational institution; level of preparedness of the teacher.
The use of multimedia technology in the learning process allows for improvements in the process of organic combination of traditional and innovative forms and methods of education; implementation of training, information, games, modeling, design and analysis functions; performance of such general didactic principles as visibility and accessibility; feasibility of systematic transition from education to self-education; a positive emotional background for training; and linking theory to practice. In addition, multimedia technology is supported by multimedia programs, encyclopedias, dictionaries, and a special information educational environment created for holistic knowledge of the world in the context of computer-aided design and modeling.
Along with the use of traditional technology learning, opportunities for new information technology can help teachers in the selection of more interesting and varied educational materials to carry out a differentiated approach for each student, and thereby contribute to better assimilation of necessary knowledge and skills.
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
