INFORMATION CULTURE OF A TEACHER AS A FACTOR OF PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
A significant increase in the volume of information resources, an increase in the flow of educational literature, the emergence of audio, video, electronic media, updating the content and methods of education by humanizing learning and integrating knowledge provides for the availability of special, additional knowledge and skills for teachers to independently search, analyze and processing information, using rational methods of working with text, as well as mastering the methods of transferring the above knowledge and skills to students. Today, a teacher who responds to new social expectations, is mobile, capable of creative growth and professional self-improvement, of perceiving and creating innovations and thus updating his knowledge, enriching pedagogical theory and practice, and possessing a high level of information culture is effectively acting.
The informational behavior of the teacher determines the desire to satisfy certain information needs, which reflect the need to receive information that corresponds to the nature of the actions or work performed.[2, p 46]
Information needs of the teacher
1. The teacher is not only a user, but also a generator of information, his activity allows not only to transfer a certain amount of knowledge, but also to organize the cognitive activity of students in the information environment.
2. A constant increase in the volume of information requires the teacher to be able to accumulate the necessary knowledge in the field of related disciplines in order to teach integrated courses and create new educational programs.
3. Search, creation and use of comprehensive information that complements official educational publications.
4. Mastering the innovative experience of colleagues, the implementation of the main provisions of the pedagogy of cooperation with students require active interaction with the information environment of school education.
5. Increasing the importance of teacher's professional communication, including direct and telecommunication interpersonal communication.[3, p 109]
Despite the fact that the educational standard considers information culture as one of the criteria for the quality of education, nevertheless, the state concept of its formation, including in relation to the teacher, does not yet exist. In general, research in this area allows us to consider information culture as an element of the general culture of mankind, the basis of which is knowledge about the information environment, the laws of its functioning, the ability to navigate information flows.
The information culture of a teacher, as a systematized set of knowledge, skills and abilities that ensure the optimal implementation of individual information activities aimed at meeting both professional and non-professional needs, is a multi-level system that develops over time. The teacher's information culture model assumes the multifunctionality of its structure and includes several interrelated components:
- cognitive-operational (general ideas about modern basic knowledge in the field of information technology and experience in the practical implementation of this knowledge as applied to certain types of human activity at the level of initial orientation, possession of a system-information approach in a particular subject area of a teacher);
- instrumental and activity (competence in the field of methodology, organization of various types of information activities);
- communicative (the competence of the teacher in the flexible and constructive conduct of the dialogue "human-human", "human-computer", "human-computer-human"), an idea of ethics, tact and tolerance in computer communication;
- ideological (development of the teacher's own position, value attitude to objects and phenomena of a rapidly changing information environment, the formation of a worldview about the global information space, information interactions in it, the possibilities and problems of its cognition and transformation by a person, as well as ways to form this component of information culture among their own students).[4, p 223]
Today, the process of forming a teacher's information culture is the subject of research by teachers, psychologists, didacticists, methodologists, who not only note the relevance of this problem, but also try to find ways to solve it. This is possible either during the training of the future teacher, or already in the process of his work. The first option is more preferable, but as already noted, it is important to observe the principles of systematicity and continuity. Therefore, even teachers with experience are working to improve the information culture. Within the framework of an educational institution, this is possible through participation in pedagogical councils, meetings of methodological associations, as well as their own professional activities: preparation for classes, extracurricular activities; olympiads; design and research work, etc.
Outside the framework of an educational institution, the improvement of the teacher's information culture is possible through advanced training courses. The implementation of the task of forming information competence in this case will create conditions for the formation and development of abilities at different levels to combine the necessary basic professionally significant information elements (knowledge, skills) into a single whole in order to achieve a high level of professionalism of actions depending on the goal, context, situations, functions, etc.
The introduction of special courses on the basics of information culture into courses is becoming a practice. Topics covered in the course may include:
- Information resources and information culture of society;
- The main types of information retrieval tasks and ways to solve them;
- Methods of analytical and synthetic processing of information;
- New information technologies in education;
- Technology of preparation and registration of the results of educational, methodological and research activities of the teacher;
- Information retrieval technology;
- Rational methods of intellectual work with texts;
- Principles and techniques for constructing scientific texts, etc.[6, p 43]
The improvement of the information culture of the teacher in the process of improving his qualifications takes place under the condition that teachers realize the values of the information society as a whole and individual information needs in the interaction of such components as information needs - information environment - information behavior.
In the era of the information society, education is tasked with creating a single information educational space. According to the same principle, a unified pedagogical information environment could be designed within the country, which would make it possible to make the receipt of pedagogical information as accessible and open as possible. Currently, this problem is solved by teachers through the creation of groups in social networks, their own websites, blogs. Creation of a unified pedagogical information environment will allow:
- to organize a platform for communication and discussion;
- share your life and professional experience;
- support each other;
- quickly exchange information;
- express yourself;
- find friends or partners, etc.
The accelerated growth of information has given rise to a number of problems for the education system. One of them concerns the selection, structuring and presentation of educational knowledge, the responsibility for which most often falls on the shoulders of the teacher. Depending on how much the teacher owns information retrieval technology, methods of analytical and synthetic processing of information, rational methods of working with large amounts of information, the effectiveness of learning material by students depends. Without having an idea about the information culture, the teacher will not be able to form it in his students.[7, p 92]
The improvement of the teacher's information culture is carried out in the course of his professional activity: direct training and education, participation in teachers' councils and methodological associations. In addition, course preparation plays an important role in shaping the professional competence of a teacher in this area.
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
