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ORGANIZATION OF DISTANCE EDUCATION FOR STUDENTS WITH SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS
Conducting lessons remotely, not seeing students, not having the opportunity to personally explain and help when a problem arises – some time ago, teachers could not even imagine such situations in their work. But the pandemic introduced unexpected adjustments and forced everyone to urgently master digital tools and new pedagogical approaches and methods.
Forced distance learning has become a challenge for all participants in the educational process: teachers, students and parents; especially for families raising children with special needs. It turned out not to be easy to organize high-quality education using digital technologies, to inspire and motivate students, to give advice on technical problems. But Ukraine is not an exception - no state, no educational system in the world was ready for this [5].
Nowadays, during the quarantine and the war, during distance learning, all children have to study online, children with special needs are no exception. In distance learning, parents should become partners for teachers. That implies that the first work should be done with them, and then with children with special educational needs. After all, parents become a channel of communication between a teacher and a student with disabilities.
It is the family that should be interested in providing appropriate pedagogical influence for the child to acquire the necessary knowledge and skills. Therefore, one of the most important tasks of teachers is to help parents believe in themselves, in their own strength, so that they can overcome all problems. An individual approach should be found for each family, as each has its own needs, opportunities and priorities. It is the parents who need to adapt the child to the new daily routine, to solve technical issues regarding the provision of education in the home educational space, using various methods of information transmission.
It should be noted that for the successful implementation of the support of parents in the conditions of distance learning of the child, it is extremely important: involving them in the educational process, consulting on the specifics of the proposed tasks, taking into account the individual working capacity of the child in accordance with the state of his health, monitoring the dynamics of fatigue, observing the security regime, positive emotions of teachers and parents [3, 2].
Parents are not expected to be teachers. They expect support, care and love for their children. The participation of parents and their support during video lessons can be different [3]:
1. Physical support. Complete – when, for example, the child cannot move his hands, and the task involves drawing or circling something. Then the parents should take the child's hands in theirs, insert the pen and perform the exercise together. Partial - when during the same task you have to put a pen in the child's hand, and she can perform the exercise herself.
2. Verbal support. If necessary, parents can completely repeat what the teacher said to the child or ask additional questions so that the child better understands the task or the presented material. To raise a child's self-esteem and faith in his abilities, praise him for his successes and achievements, even minor ones.
3. Non-verbal prompts – use facial expressions, gestures, body movements, instructions that will be understandable to the child. 
4. Visual stimuli – show pictures, icons, symbols. 
5. Modeling is a demonstration of task performance. What an adult vocalizes verbally, it can be modeled visually – or drawn, or presented in the form of a diagram. 
6. Manipulation of symbols - arrangement of objects in a certain order. You can place the visuals in a certain order.
The methodical work of the teacher during the organization of distance education should also be considered. 
The teacher must adhere to the basic principles in the organization of remote classes [1]:
1. The principle of an individual approach. It is necessary to take into account the form of the child's impairment and his communication capabilities in order for him to continue his studies more effectively. 
2. The principle of plasticity. Learning should take place at the student's own pace. If one student with special educational needs quickly adapted to distance lessons, another student will find it difficult to adapt and may not understand what is happening.
3. The principle of differentiation. The teacher needs to find options to teach all children, to develop a plan for a better understanding of the material, taking into account the needs of all students. It is very important for children with special educational needs when everything is foreseen, when they clearly know and understand what is required of them. 
The teacher is recommended to start planning his work schedule, define the basic tools and platform. It is necessary to choose a platform - preferably simple and accessible, and then develop a clear algorithm of actions.
To implement the tasks of the individual educational trajectory of students with special educational needs, the teacher should analyze the individual development program of the child, thematic planning, determine the topics for studying remotely, develop thematic tasks in the online system within the limits of the established workload [2]. 
To facilitate and more effectively work with all students, you can use the following forms of communication [1]:
–  video conferencing is a real-time online conference. It is held on a certain day and time. Video conferencing is one of the modern methods of communication that allows classes to be held when students and the teacher are at a distance. Therefore, discussion and decision-making, discussions, and project implementation take place in real time. The teacher and students can see each other, the teacher has the opportunity to accompany the lecture with visual material.
– chat communication of network users in real time, a means of operational communication of people via the Internet. There are several types of chats: text, voice, audio chat, video chat. The most common is text chat. Voice chat allows you to communicate by voice, which is an important point when learning a foreign language remotely.
– E-mail is a standard Internet service that provides the message transmission both in the form of plain texts and in other forms in open or encrypted form. In the education system, e-mail is used to organize communication between a teacher and a student, as well as between students. 
– questionnaires; it is convenient to use various questionnaires for ongoing monitoring during distance learning. The questionnaire is quite a flexible tool, as questions can be asked in many different ways.
Common platforms for distance learning include [4]:
– The Moodle platform is a modular, dynamic learning environment, has a course management system, is a virtual learning environment or simply a platform for learning. Access to the use of a large amount of educational material is provided for the educational interaction of teachers, students, and the administration of the educational institution. On this platform, you can submit information in various formats, you can conduct surveys and test students, schoolchildren can perform tasks and send relevant files.
– The Google Classroom platform is popular in the work of teachers. It is a service that connects Google Docs, Google Drive and Gmail, allows you to organize online training using video, text and graphic information. This platform provides a teacher with an access to control, conduct tests, evaluate, review the results of exercises.
– For online meetings and video conferences, it will be appropriate to use Zoom. The platform is suitable for conducting individual and group classes. She has access to an interactive whiteboard that can be shown to students and easily and quickly switch the screen display to this whiteboard. 
– Classtime is a platform for creating interactive educational applications that allows you to analyze the educational process and implement individual approach strategies.
– Kahoot is a service for creating online quizzes, tests, surveys. The site is used for didactic purposes. Students can perform tasks from devices that have access to the Internet. When developing an exercise on this platform, the teacher can use illustrations, photos, which is interesting for students of all age groups.
– LearningApps platform is used to create interactive educational materials of various nature. On the LearningApps website, you can use a large database of tasks developed by teachers from different countries, you can modify them for your own needs, or develop similar or completely new tasks for your subject. Using this service, you can develop crosswords, quizzes, puzzles, tasks.
Therefore, in order to obtain good results in the process of distance learning of students with special educational needs, it is necessary to organize a single electronic educational environment that will ensure the interaction of all users. But in order for distance learning to become a full-fledged form of education for those who need it, it is necessary to solve many questions and problems not only at the school level.
The educational process should be implemented on the basis of plans, regular updating and systematization of educational resources adapted to the specifics of the organization of education for children with special educational needs. It is necessary to take into account the individual characteristics of each student. The educational process should take place in different modes, which allows a child to learn the educational material at any convenient time and in a convenient way. 
Needless to say, the involvement of parents in the educational process is extremely important for the successful implementation of distance learning.
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
